Hull, Elizabeth Burgess, Barbara Harris, or any well-known deceased teacher or administrator.

The applications must be postmarked by March 20, 2016.  A scholarship committee will select the recipient(s) of the scholarships by April 4, 2016.  Notification to scholarship recipients will be made by April 11, 2016.
